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FLUZOLE

Fluconazole

PRESENTATION :

Fluzole-50 : Each tablet contains 50 mg. Fluconazole INN.
Fluzole-150 : Each tablet contains 150 mg. Fluconazole INN.
DESCRIPTION :

Fluzole (Fluconazole) is a triazole antifungal drug which is
highly selective inhibitor of the Fungal cell membrane. Fluzole
(Fluconazole) acts by inhibiting the synthesis of ergosterol, a
major component of the cell membrane of yeast and fungi. It
is broad spectrum and well absorbed following oral
administration and not affected by food. Its plasma half life is
about 30 hours and elemination half life is about 20-50 hours.
Peak plasma concentrations of the drug generally are attained
within 1-2 hours after oral administration. It is widely
distributed into body tissues and fluids. 80% or more of
fluconazole is excreted in the urine, about 11% is excreted as
metabolities.

INDICATIONS :

Fluzole (Fluconazole) is indicated for :

1. Vaginal candidiasis (Acute or recurrent).

2. Mucosal candidiasis - These include - oropharyngeal,
esophageal non-invasive broncho pulmonary infections,
candiduria, mucocutaneous and chronic oral atrophic
candidiasis (denture sore mouth).

3. Tinea pedis, tinea corporis, tinea cruris, tinea versicolor and
dermal candida infections.

4. Cryptococcal infections (including meningitis).

DOSAGE AND ADMINISTRATION :

Vaginal candidiasis : A single dose of 150 mg.

Mucosal Candidiasis : In usual cases the recommended dose
is 50 mg daily given for 14 to 30 days but in difficult cases the
dose may be increased upto 100 mg daily.

Systemic candidiasis and cryptococcal infections (including
meningitis): 400 mg initially then 200 mg daily. If necessary
upto 400 mg daily may be administered. Treatments
continued according to response.

Tinea pedis, tinea corporis, tinea cruris : Recommended dose
is 150 mg. /week for 4-6 weeks; for tinea versicolor, 400 mg
single dose for 5 days.

Onychomycosis : 150 mg/week for 12 months.

Cutaneous Candidiasis : 150 mg/week for 4 weeks.
CONTRA-INDICATIONS :

Fluconazole is contraindicated in patients hypersensitive to
this drug.

USE IN PREGNANCY & LACTATION:

Fluconazole should not be used in pregnancy. It is also
contraindicated to lactating mothers.

USE IN CHILDREN :

Fluconazole treatment in children below 1 year of age is not
recommended.

PRECAUTION :

Patients with renal impairment the dose should be reduced
and to be adjusted in accordance with the degree of renal
impairment.

SIDE EFFECTS :

Fluzole (Fluconazole) is generally well tolerated.

The Commonest side effects are nausea, abdominal
discomfort, diarrhoea may occur which is very rare, mild and
transient.

OVER DOSE :

In the case of over dose supportive measures and
symptomatic treatment with gastric lavage if necessary, may
be adequte.

PHARMACEUTICAL PRECAUTIONS :

Store in a cool dry place (below 30°C)

Fluzole-50 : Carton of 3 x 10’s tablets in blister strip.
Fluzole-150 : Carton of 2 x 10’s tablets in blister strip.
